REDUCE YOUR BILLS – ENERGY MANAGEMENT:

Southern California Edison and Southern California Gas Company are offering “Income Qualified Programs” to assist if you are having difficulty paying your energy bills.  You may be eligible for a payment arrangement or other financial assistance.  Contact the utility directly to see if you qualify – via telephone or the internet.  

The California Alternate Rates for Energy (CARE) program offers income-qualified customers a discount of 20% or more off their monthly energy bills.  CARE may not be right for everyone but there are other programs like Family Electric Rate Assistance (FERA) and Energy Management Assistance Program (EMA) that pays for the cost of purchasing and installing energy efficient appliances and equipment for income-qualified customers.  In addition, there is also an Energy Assistance Fund to help customers in the short-term.

1. Turn off lights

2. Use energy-savings light bulbs

3. Shut off computers

4. Use “smart” power strips

5. Turn off entertainment devices when not in use (TV, game systems, etc.)
